- Ask for help when you need it. Do not fall behind in your homework. 

4.Late to class
- Don’t arrive late to class! Once the door is closed, you are late. 
-  You must have a note from a parent or teacher explaining why you are late. 
- Arrive late without a note = 1 detention. 

5.Missed a class? 
- Come see teacher right away to catch up at lunch or recess.

6.Phone calls- emails home
- I will contact your parents if I am concerned with poor work or behaviour. 
- I will also call home to share good news with your parents. 

7. Rewards
- I will always reward students who try their best and act with respect.
